Some verbs in English are made up of two or more words. These are
called phrasal verbs. They are very common in English and help to
make your language sound more idiomatic and fluent.

WHAT IS A PHRASAL VERB? -

Phrasal verbs consist of a verb plus one or more
particles (prepositions or adverbs). The particle
often changes the usual meaning of the verb.
